ABOUT SFD

The Southwold Fire Department operates 2 Stations with a full complement of 44
paid-on-call firefighters. They are led by a Fire Chief, 2 District Chiefs, 2 District
Deputy Chiefs, 4 Captains, 1 Fire Prevention Officer and 1 Training Officer.

The Southwold Fire Department proudly protects over 4500 residents within 301
square kilometers of Elgin County. Within our Township are a wide variety of
homes, industries, farms, and businesses both large and small that rely on our
Fire Department for emergency services. We provide a wide range of services
including fire suppression, motor vehicle collision response, and tiered medical
response. Southwold Public School, with 650 students, and the Elgin Manor
Seniors Home are also protected by our Fire Department, along with 17
kilometers of Highway 401. We are an active member of the Elgin County Mutual
Aid Association.

We Require:

e 18 years and older
e First Aid/CPR/Medical training - within 1 year of recruitment
e DZ Licence - within 1 year of recruitment
e An MTO medical from your physician - due upon recruitment offer
e A Police Vulnerable Sector Check - due upon recruitment offer
e A satisfactory MTO driver’s abstract - due upon recruitment offer
e NFPA 1001 Firefighter Certification - Levels 1 & 2
o Certificate from the Office of the Fire Marshal
OR
o Obtain within 1 year of recruitment through Southwold Fire/Elgin
County training programs. New Recruit training is typically scheduled
on 1 weekend a month from January-June.
e To live or work in Southwold Township or within a reasonable distance
e A commitment to regularly attend training and respond to calls.
